He
opened The Art Mart in 1963 and enjoyed many years making custom picture
frames.

Richard was a Deacon at Northside Baptist Church and attended Freedom
Church in his later years. He was a member of Carpenters For Christ and The
Gospelaires , where he enjoyed playing the harmonica. He was a member of
the Milledgeville Planning and Zoning Committee for the past 8 years and was
a fierce watchdog for his Neighborhood Watch Program.

Richard was preceded in death by his Wife, Hazel Davis Brookins, Mother,
Ruby B. Sanders, Step-Father, John Sanders and Half Sister, Virginia P.
